Victim:  Eugene Wiggins, 37 years old 

Location: 1209  W Madison Street  

Date:  Friday, May 2, 1986 at 3:15 p.m.      

Suspect: “Richard” or “David Macklin”,  white male, 35 years old  

Vehicle: Black, 1973 Dodge Tradesman. Vehicle was recovered at the scene of the crime. 

 

On Friday May 2, 1986 at approximately 3:15 p.m. Eugene Wiggins was stabbed to death by an unidentified 
white male who went by the name "Richard" or “David Macklin”. According to witnesses the stabbing 
occurred inside of a van parked near the homeless shelter at 1209 West Madison Street. Witnesses believed 
the suspect may have owned the van where the homicide occurred. The van was a black 1973 Dodge 
Tradesman.
